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2004-2005 Ada

A closing ceremony and lunch party was held on May 28 by the Chinese language School to mark the end of it 2004-2005 academic year
earlier this May, At the party Ms Ping XU's term as Principal of the school came to an end. Ms Yu JIN succeeded Ms XU as the new
principal. Mr. Patrick Shan became Vice Principal, while Mr. Lin HAO assumed his role as the Dean.

Chinese Ethnic Food Booth at the Annual Grand Rapids Art Festival generated gross revenue of $13,000 on this year’s selling activity,
despite the suboptimal weather, downing economy, and competitions from the new booths with similar products. The estimated profit is
about $7,000. Thanks to the active participation of CAWM members and Chinese Christian Church. Without their support, we would not
be able to keep this activity going.
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From June 10 to 11, the famous “Flying Tigers” held their 64™ Annual Reunion at Grand Rapids. More than twenty Flying Tigers and over
sixty of their family members from many states attended.

The American Volunteer Group (AVG) was organized by General Chennault in mid-1941 with a purpose to support China’s war again
Japanese invasion by defending China’s Southwest. Within about half a year, the AVG shot down or destroyed 296 Japanese planes. They
were praised by the grateful Chinese as “the Flying Tigers”. In July 1942, the AVG was disbanded. However, many pilots stayed in China
and were organized into the China Task Force. In 1943, they joined the 14™ Air Force organized by Chennault and became the only U.S. air
force in the Far East. Form 1943 to 1945, the 14™ Air Force shot down or destroyed more than 2,000 enemy planes.

This year’s reunion was coordinated by Mr. Frank Boring, the curator of Michigan Military History Museum. In the evening of June 10, a
banquet in honor of the Flying Tigers was attended by about 170 people at Yenching Restaurant. In the morning of June 11, at Ford
Museum, a special meeting was held: Su Ge, Chinese Minister Counselor from Chinese Embassy at Washington D.C., came to congratulate
the reunion; the mayor of Grand Rapids declared June 11 as the city’s Flying Tigers’ Day; and several Flying Tigers recalled their
experience in wartime China. In the afternoon, an Open House attracted more than a thousand people to meet with the Flying Tigers.
President Frank Jiang, on behalf of the Chinese Association, delivered a speech. He spoke highly of Flying Tigers’ heroism and their
contributions to China’s war for national liberation. He presented a gift of calligraphy to Dick Rossi, the current president of the Flying
Tigers’ Association; on it, Frank wrote eight Chinese characters, meaning “The Great Names are Eternal and their Heroic Deeds are Deeply
Appreciated.” In the evening, Dr. Patrick Shan delivered a keynote speech entitled “A Legacy that Endures” at the Flying Tigers’ banquet.
He praised the Flying Tigers’ historical contributions, extolled this group as a beautiful episode of the Sino-US relations, and predicted that
their legacy would serve as a solid foundation for the future friendship between the two peoples.
